Extra Credit Options

Semester 1
You may do as many of the following options as you would like for extra credit.  All extra credit and missing work will be due no later than Friday, January 24.  Remember, the extra credit will not count if you are missing any assignments!  

All (non-visual) assignments should be typed, following standard formatting and MUST be uploaded to turnitin.com (combine all in one doc to upload to the appropriate folder).  
1. Create a visual representation of a character from Macbeth as he/she is portrayed throughout the entire play.  Cleverly include lines from the play in your visual. 
2. Write a reflection, response, review of the film Scotland, PA.  This means you will have to watch it first.  (  It is a modernized adaptation of Macbeth and contains adult language.  This should be about one page long.  
3. Write your own metaphysical poem, in sonnet form or any other form.  Be sure to include key elements of metaphysical poetry.  
4. Choose a key line from Shelley’s Frankenstein and then write a short essay that explains the significance of the line, as well as how it relates to the text as a whole. 
5. Create a soundtrack for Books 1 and 2 of Shelley’s Frankenstein, and include an annotated playlist explaining how each song fits the corresponding scene. 
6. Propose your own: think of an appropriate assignment that aligns with the goals of this course and the texts/ideas we have examined this quarter, and then present it to me for approval before completing it.  

*Failure to follow directions may result in your receiving no points.

**Points earned are variable and dependent upon the quality and thoughtfulness of your work.  All extra credit will be added to the Formative Assessments category at the end of the semester and AFTER all other grades have been entered.

***Extra credit grade increase will not exceed 4% (onto your semester average).
