Extra Credit Semester 1
You may do as many of the following options as you would like for extra credit.  All extra credit and missing work will be due no later than Friday, January 24.  Remember, the extra credit will not count if you are missing any assignments!  
All (non-visual) assignments should be typed, following standard formatting and MUST be uploaded to turnitin.com (combine all in one doc to upload to the appropriate folder).  
1.  Write 7 AP-style multiple choice questions (with answer options and an answer key) for a text we read this semester.  
2.  Find two pieces of writing from different sources that address the same current event, and then write a short analysis comparing/contrasting how the writers use language differently/similarly to address a certain purpose and audience.  
3.  Read a 20th-century US President’s first-term Inaugural Address and write a short analysis of the rhetoric as well as a discussion of how it relates to the two Inaugural Addresses we read in class.

4.  Create a visual representation for one of the pieces we read in Unit 3 (Geography and the Environment).  This visual should go beyond the surface meaning and also depict key themes, ideas, language, etc. in a creative way. 
5.  Watch a TEDTalk on technology, labor, and/or education and then write a 1-2 page response in which you briefly (a couple sentences) summarize the content, and then respond to, reflect on, and react to what the presenter has said and HOW he/she presents it (i.e. think of how the presenter goes about building his/her argument/claim/commentary).  Be sure to include the speaker and the title of the presentation.  
6.  Propose your own: think of an appropriate assignment that aligns with the goals of this course and the texts we have examined this semester, and then present it to me for approval before completing it.
