Frankenstein vs. the Creation: A Criminal Trial
You will be working in sub-groups of 6-8 people, with two groups (one defense, one prosecution) assigned to each trial.  For each trial, either Victor or the creature will be the defendant (I will assign this).  For each case, one sub-group will be responsible for prosecuting this character, and the other will defend.  
Make sure you understand the charges you bring forth or defend against the accused.  Murder, manslaughter, negligence, malpractice, emotional and physical distress, premeditation, accomplice, accessory, etc. should all be clearly defined if used.  
It is the prosecution’s responsibility to inform the defense of all charges by the start of the second day of work on the project.  
To complete this assignment each group must have the following completed:
· An opening statement
· Interrogation questions for your own witnesses
· Cross-examination (questions) for the opposition’s witnesses
· Witness statements/answers to interrogation  questions for your own witnesses
· Closing arguments 
· Evidence from the text.  This will include citations with page numbers to show where you have obtained the information to substantiate your argument.  
· All work should be attributed to someone in your group.  Everyone is equally responsible for obtaining information and creating a solid, cohesive case. While you will work together to gather evidence and create a case, each person is responsible for submitting a written transcript of his or her character’s part in the trial.  For example, each attorney should submit a written (typed) copy of opening and closing remarks; each witness should submit a copy of his/her interrogation (including questions and answers).
· Cross-examination questions can be both planned and improvisational.  Witnesses are expected to answer these questions appropriately and spontanteously using knowledge of the text.  Thus, witnesses must have a deep understanding of the text and the characters they are playing.
· All documents must be printed and submitted (one set for each group) at the end of the trial.
Required roles for each group:

Attorney and assistant attorney
Frankenstein OR the Creature
Additional witness (some group members may play multiple roles if you wish to have more witnesses)
Certain characters you might consider calling to the stand as witnesses for the prosecution or defense (in addition to Victor and the Creature): the ghosts of those murdered (William Frankenstein, Justine Moritz, Henry Clerval, Elizabeth Lavenza), Mr. Kirwin, Robert Walton, Ingolstadt University professors, as well as made-up characters such as expert witnesses including professors or medical personnel, ethicists, law enforcement, etc.
Please note: 

*No character can testify for more than one side in a trial.  For example, if the defense is using Justine as a witness, the prosecution may not use her; however, the prosecution can still cross-examine this witness.

*The defendant MUST testify and will appear as a witness for the defense.
I will serve as the judge, and the other groups will serve as the jury for your case.  The case will be decided based on the quality of your arguments and the evidence provided.  The winning side will receive extra credit.
This project in total will be worth 200 points, which will include assessment of the performance and written work, as well as how well everyone in the group works together. 
Court dates will be Tuesday, February 25 – Friday, February 28.  
Each group will have approximately one class period to present their case.
